The Advanced Chamber Music Instituteis an intensive program for high school musicians to rehearse and performin small
ensembles coached by musicians from the Milwaukee Symphony Orchestra. Students accepted into the program must
commit to meeting on Saturday afternoons from 1-4pm forindependent rehearsals, faculty coaching, and masterclass.

Eligibility — Auditions are open to woodwind, brass, percussion, strings, and piano students currently in grades 8-11 (high
school studentsin 2021-22)

Audition Material — Students will be expectedto prepare all of the requirements aslisted in the appropriate category.

Evaluation — Auditions will be judged on the following elements of musical performance: precision, expression, tone,
technique, interpretation, and technical difficulty. All judges’ decisions are final.

Day of Audition — Students must provide judges with a clean, published copy of their composition with measures
numbered. Judgesreservethe right to ask students to skip sections of selections for the sake of time.
